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Introduction:  Why did Jesus Come into the World?  I had a conversation with someone today, and He said, that God needed companionship, that’s why Jesus created us and brought us back to God.  God needed friends.  God was lonely.  That’s NOT why Jesus came into the world.  Why did Jesus come?  Before we answer that question, let’s just marvel that He DID come into the world!!
I. The first thing I want to think of before we ask why Jesus came is simply that Jesus came!  This is amazing!  God “became flesh,” 
Ordinary people never speak of “coming into” this world.  This world is our home.  From the moment of our creation, we have lived on earth.

Jesus had a history that none of us can relate with.  He is the only man who is also the Ancient of days “…whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting” (Malachi 5:2).

He became one of the creatures He made, man.  He came.  He had an extraordinary birth.  He was the only human being to be born of a virgin.  His mother was Mary, but God was His Father by the Holy Spirit.
He led a very unremarkable life until the age of about 30, when He went into the wilderness for 40 days and 40 nights.  He was confronted with all the temptations of Satan, and He mastered them and Satan fled from Him.

He emerged from that wilderness constantly answer the question: “Why Did Jesus Came”.  So let’s hear what He had to say.  
There are at least 13 places in the NT where Christ tells us why He came.  Tonight we are going to look at only FIVE.
II. Why did Jesus Come to Earth?  He says he came to be King, He came to “do the Father’s will”.  But all that He came to do was a fulfillment of Old Testament prophecy!  
(1.) First, Jesus Christ has come to Fulfill Prophecy as the promised Savior and Lord.
Matthew 5:17, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.”
When I came to know Christ I knew nothing of the Word of God.  But God called me!  He saved me!  The burden was on Christ to fulfill all the prophecies of the Old Testament prophets.  Since He told them what to write, He was on a mission to fulfill all of it exactly.  

He says in Matthew 5:18, “For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.”
When Christ spoke with two people on the Road to Emmaus recorded in Luke 24:27, “And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.”

Jesus said to the Pharisees—John 5:39, “Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.”  Jesus came to fulfill all OT prophecy.
(2.) Jesus Christ also came to abolish the Law’s penalty against us.  
Mark 10:45, “For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.”
That ransom is the full payment of the penalty against us.  This is why Jesus came.  He is your Ransom!   The picture in this verse is that of the slave market of sin.  Jesus Christ gave His life in exchange for your life to buy you out of the slave market of sin.
Application:  I don’t know what you are struggling with in your life, but Jesus did not die in vain.  He came to abolish sin’s penalty against you and to save you from your sins.  

The angel said that Jesus was coming into the world to save sinners.  Remember He told Joseph to name the child “JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins” (Matthew 1:21).  

(3.) He came to seek and save the lost.

I wasn’t seeking God.  But God was seeking me.  Luke 19:10, “For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost.”  “No man seeketh after God” (Romans 3:10).  Jesus Christ as our Good Shepherd has come to seek the lost and wandering sheep.  “All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all” (Isaiah 53:6).  
Illustration:  Testimony… I grew up in Oak Forest Illinois.  Around 159th and Central.  I was born 2 and ½ months premature.  My twin sister and I should not have lived. But God spared my life.  When I was 8 years old my parents divorced.  I moved with my mom and twin sister to Ponchatoula, Louisiana.  I lived a very loose life.  My mother had no restraints on us.  By the time I was a teenager I was in trouble with the police for stealing cars, and many other things I am ashamed of.  I was doing community service at a propeller shop.

When I was 15, I went to a meeting at Southeastern Louisiana University’s public arena.  Thousands of my friends from school were gathered there.  There was a martial arts demonstration.  I remember the man said, “If you don’t stand for something, you’ll fall for everything.” I was falling for everything. 

That night, the Gospel was preached.  God woke me up from my spiritual sleep that night.  I would never be the same again! 

Application:  I wasn’t looking for Him!  He was looking for me!! That’s why Jesus came!  He says in Luke 5:32, “I came not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.”  
Three months later, on new years eve—in fact this New Year’s Eve, will mark the twentieth anniversary of a very important turning point in my life.

ON that night, my mother, 49 years of age, died.  And I want to testify to you tonight that my Jesus carried me through that.  Have you heard of the poem footprints in the sand?  When you feel alone and you see only one set of footprints in the sand, it is then that God carries you!!!

He’s come to seek and save the lost!  And if He came to save you, He’ll save you all the way.  He’ll carry you all the way to Heaven’s gates.

Illustration: Life Guard: Think of a life guard.  The life guard doesn’t get you out of the water just to throw you back into the water.  No!  He comes to bring you all the way out of that water.  
The angel told Joseph: “Thou shalt call His Name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins” (Matthew 1:21).  
He didn’t come to save people who think they have it all together.  He came to save those who by His grace could see their sin and be honest about their need for a Savior.

Paul testified in 1 Timothy 1:15, “This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.”
(4.) He came to give us abundant spiritual life.
John 10:10, “The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly”. 
But do not misunderstand, this does not mean that He came to give you an earthly utopia! He did not come to give you health and wealth and bigger toys and a better bank account. 

A. He tells us shockingly in Matthew 10:34-35, “Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword. 35  For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.”
B. Jesus came to send you abundant spiritual life, but that abundant spiritual life might make your physical life at times unbearable.  Paul said, “Thou therefore endure hardness, as a good soldier of Jesus Christ” (2 Timothy 2:3). 

C. Jesus Christ came to make you holy!  He came to destroy the works of the devil in your life.  That’s where the abundant life comes from.  1 John 3:7-9, “Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous. 8  He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. 9  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.”

(5.) Jesus Christ came to be your King.  John 18:37, “Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice.”
Jesus’ kingdom is currently a spiritual kingdom.  At this moment He says in John 18:36, “My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.”

There will come a day when “The kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever and ever” (Revelation 11:15). 

Jesus was born to be a king!  Isaiah says he was born that “the government” of the world should be upon His shoulders (Isaiah 9:6).

Application:  Jesus Christ didn’t come to be an add on in your life.  He came to be your life.  He came to be your King.  Our life is to be spent serving the King’s wishes!
